BIOGRAPHY

Dr. Brown was born in Galena Park, Texas July 26, 1957. He was the only son of Glyn and Thelma Brown,
a welder and an office clerk who worked very hard for their children Jeanne, Glenda and Michael. After
over sixty years of marriage Glyn Brown passed away in 2000 at the age of eighty-two. A wonderful
upbringing gave Dr. Brown intense principles of truth, honesty, compassion and hard work. His father told
him, “I don’t care what you do; just be the best as you possibly can. Study hard and prepare for the
future...live by the Golden Rule...treat others as you would want to be treated.”

His father also imbued Dr. Brown with a sense of improving on the existing and inventing the new. Dr.
Brown, his father and his brother-in-law, Jackie Hughes, fabricated an endless variety of items from metal
and wood as he was growing up. In middle school, he saw a sixteen millimeter film of Dr. Michael DeBakey
performing heart surgery. He began to think about being a heart surgeon.

He graduated from Southwest Texas State University in 1979 with highest honors from THE HONORS
PROGRAM with a 3.97 GPA. He majored in biology and chemistry with a minor in physics. He returned
to Houston where he attended Baylor College of Medicine graduating three years later with a Doctor of
Medicine degree. He was personally asked by Dr. DeBakey to stay at Baylor affiliated hospitals in The
Texas Medical Center in preparation for the cardiovascular heart surgery program.
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After three years in the Baylor surgery program, he informed his mentors that instead of heart surgery,
hand surgery was to be his calling as it was “more challenging” and allowed for greater “creativity.” Dr.
Brown completed his hand fellowship training at St. Luke’s Hospital in Houston and his microsurgical
training under the auspices of the Baylor Plastic Surgery department in 1986. He then moved to California
and completed the final two years of the rigorous five year general surgery training. He also served as
Chief of Hand Surgical service while at San Joaquin General Hospital.

Dr. Brown founded The Hand Center in Houston, Texas in 1988. He was Board Certified by the American
Board of Surgery in general surgery and further obtained the Certificate of Added Qualifications in Hand
Surgery. Dr. Brown was part of the second group of surgeons ever to sit for the examination in the newly
formed Hand Surgery certification process. Dr. Brown has gone on to invent many new techniques
including the Brown Procedure endoscopic carpal tunnel procedure for which he holds two United States
patents, the endoscopic trigger finger procedure, and various other reconstructive techniques.

Dr. Brown’s procedures have revolutionized care for some hand problems, drastically reducing recovery
time with minimally invasive procedures. Dr. Brown has trained hundreds of other surgeons from across
the U.S. and from foreign countries who seek out his skills particularly in the endoscopic carpal tunnel
procedure. His patients number in the tens of thousands. He co-directed the Pan-American Hand and
Foot Project in Honduras which won him accolades from President George Bush. He has published his
work in surgical journals and the textbook of Endoscopic Plastic Surgery. He has been the guest speaker
on numerous television and radio programs.

Having always wanted children, Dr. Brown at age 42, was filled with joy at the birth of his daughter Sophie
and again at the birth of his daughter Layla. He is also blessed with a stepdaughter, Lauren, and his dear
wife, Rachel and their precious children Raquel and Max.

Dr. Brown is a dedicated husband, father, and surgeon who credits the Lord with his blessings. He is
dedicated to the values and principles he was raised to believe in...GOD, family, truth, honesty, hard work,
compassion, invention, and doing one’s best.
